Named for Mr. Toshizo Watanabe, a successful
Japanese businessman who had a life-changing
SAB experience in the United States

* To support international study in either the U.S.
or Japan

* Decrease financial burden of international study

* Give opportunity to those with leadership
experience/potential

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Eligibility

1) Japanese citizens and permanent residents

2) Currently enrolled student in good standing at a high
school, college or university in Japan, or degree-seeking

student currently studying in the US (If going to grad school
and currently not enrolled, must have proof of undergrad degree)

3) Will be in a credit-bearing course at a college, university
or approved study center
**Language schools are not eligible**

4) Has financial need

5) Preference given to students who are:
* from single parent households / orphans
* first-generation

About the Scholarship

The Toshizo Watanabe Endowed Scholarship provides financial assistance to undergraduates or a semester or year-long
abroad program in either the United States or Japan. This scholarship is also open to degree-seeking undergraduate or ¢
students in in the U.S. or Japan. A generous endowment gift of $10 million from Mr. Toshizo (Tom) Watanabe to the U.S.
Council funds these scholarships for students for whom study abroad would not be possible without financial support.

The scholarship will support up to the full cost of attendance to the study abroad program/institution of the applicant’s chd
scholarship amount will be determined by the applicant’s financial need and other qualifications.

From 2018, scholarships will support Japanese and American students studying abroad in either the United States or
respectively.

Eligibility

The scholarship will be awarded to college/university students who meet the following criteria:

1. U.S. or Japanese citizens

2. Currently in good academic standing at an accredited college or university in either the United States or Japan

3. Has applied, been accepted or plans to apply to a college/university or approved academic center outside of their |
country as part of 3 credit-bearing course of study

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Application and General Scholarship Tips

Be honest. In your essay, don’t write what you
think we want to hear.

One Recommendation is required (DO NOT
SEND EXTRAS, they won’t increase your
chances and they may cause problems with
your application)

Scholarship is about opportunity and access.
Tell us how this scholarship can make a
difference for your life (short-term and long-
term).

Know your SAB budget early. Need to be
accurate in your cost of attendance estimates.

Ask for the amount you need. Asking for less
won’t increase your chances.
